Grant recommendations. Register for
secure account access (see page 3), add
your favorite charities to your online list,
and recommend single or recurring grants
anytime. Or call us to request a Grant
Recommendation form by mail. (Processing
of grant recommendations generally takes
five to seven business days.)

Additional gifts. Tax-deductible contributions
of $5,000 or more can be added to your
program account at any time. Read our
instructional form entitled How to Make New
or Additional Contributions to get started.

Reports and confirmations. You'll receive
confirmations of each contribution and
grant as well as quarterly account activity
statements. A newsletter with helpful tips
accompanies the statements. And each
autumn, you'll receive the Program’s Annual
Report, with audited financial results and
highlights of the year’s philanthropic events.
(Account activity reports and statements
can also be viewed and downloaded at

the website.)

Avoiding processing difficulties. Each year,
nearly 25 percent of our donors’ grant rec-
ommendations and half of their contributions
occur in November and December. Minimize
potential delays by initiating all activity before
Thanksgiving, and by following the important
grant guidelines detailed in the enclosed
Policies and Guidelines brochure.
